278 men who served their
country in eight wars are peace-
fully resting beneath the friend-
ly green sod of five cemeteries in
the southern part of the county.

The cemeteries are: Mount Pul-
aski, 186; Two-Mile Grove, 8;
Lake Bank (Latham), 17; Bower-
Templeman 29, and Carlyle, 24.
